25 Principles and methods of tax recognition

Current income tax

Tax liabilities for the current and prier years are determined at the amounts due from the tax authorities, using the tax rates
and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the annual accounting period.

The company is exempted from tax for the first 2 years from the time it makes a profit, and reduced by 50% for the next 3
years according to the preferential regulations in Article 36, Decree 187/2004/ND-CP of the Government dated November
16. 2004 on the conversion of state-owned enterprises into joint stock companies. 2007 is the first year the company
operates profitably and enjoys tax incentives. In 2008, the company did not make a profit and registered to carry forward

losses from 2009.

Enterprises apply VAT declaration and calculation according to the guidance of current tax law with VAT rate of 10% for
sales of goods, glass industry materials, service business, 0% for export shipments.
